o Thestudyisasystematic investigation meant to contribute to generalizable
knowledge or to evaluate an item of interest.

o Thestudyisnotinitiated by KS. The personnel managing or conducting the
projectmaybeaKSemployee,buts/heisnotactingonbehalfofKSwith regard
tothisproject(e.g.,aKScampusteachergathersstudentdatato support
dissertation requirements).

Thereviewofsuchactivitieswasconductedoverthe pastdecadebythe KSResearch &
Evaluation Division and was inherited by the Strategy & Innovation Group in 2015,
and is now overseen by the Strategy & Transformation Group.

Aswereviewedthisprocess,weidentifiedareasthatcouldbestreamlined tobe more
efficient and user-friendly.

As a researcher seeking to conduct data collection, you should find this revised process
tobeshorter with one point-of-contact throughout the entire process. Asa leader withina
KSGroupwhowouldparticipateinthereviewandapprovalofsuch projects, youshould find
this processless time intensive and more collaborative with Strategy & Innovation.
